NATURAL GAS OFFERS CHEAPER, “GREENER” DRIVE TO CHICAGO DRIVERS
Running out of elbow room on the El train? It’s no wonder, with Chicago’s gas prices soaring to well over $4 per gallon and all projections pointing to even higher prices in the weeks to come. Many drivers are begrudgingly putting it in park and climbing aboard the already-crowded busses and trains. 

The Chicago Transit Authority has been combating rising gas prices for the past ten years with the use of alternative fuels, namely compressed natural gas. The CTA owns and operates several natural gas fueling stations for its fleet of busses and public service vehicles but those stations are not open to the public. Even if they were, alternative fuel vehicles can cost upwards of $25,000. 

Turtle Bay-based Natgo, Inc. is introducing a conversion kit that will enable drivers of all vehicle types to fill up with cheaper, cleaner natural gas. Kits will cost about $150 and are estimated to save $50 every 1000 miles. They will be available at Natgo natural gas filling stations, which will open in Chicago and nationwide next year.
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According to a recent U.S. Dept. of Energy study of alternative fuel prices, compressed natural gas is cleaner burning than gasoline or diesel, and it generally costs 40 percent less. That same study shows that alternative fuel vehicles produce 80 percent fewer ozone-forming emissions compared to gas vehicles. They've even been proven to produce lower emissions than gasoline-electric hybrids.

Despite these figures, alternative fuel stations are few and far between.  It’s a niche market that investors are rushing to profit from. “We think U.S. consumers are ready for a network of alternative gas stations,” says Natgo, Inc. partner Jon Wollmann, “and we’re proud to have Bill Gates as one of our major investors.” The company is offering franchise opportunities along with a slew of incentives such as free employee training, advertising and ad art as well as low-cost pumping equipment.
